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Copying files, audio tracks to your MP3 player

The first thing you need to decide is what folder the files/tracks are in that you want to copy to your MP3 player.

In the example below I am going to copy the Legends folder to an imaginary MP3 player. I could also open the Legends folder and copy individual tracks one at a time and move between other folders for instance if I wanted to make a compilation of tracks on my MP3 player.
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When your files/tracks are being copied you will see a box similar to this.
