	Session 1 – Introduction (can be carried out away from the computer)

	Overall Theme: These lessons will show students how to use PowerPoint to create simple linear presentations.  These sessions will lead onto non-linear (where the user has a range of options) presentations in the following sessions.

Context:
· This lesson can be done away from the computers.

· Students will be introduced to different fonts and how these fonts can be made to look different.

	Organisation of activity:

This activity is in preparation to working with computer-based quizzes using PowerPoint.

· Practice writing their names on blank paper using Webdings code.
· Discuss what this can be useful for.
· Discuss that we can use Webdings (fonts) to make the text we use more interesting.
· Explain that computer programs can easily change the SIZE, SYE& COLOUR of fonts
· Discuss how easy it is to change the fonts
· Discuss the concept of why we would use Webdings – only touch on this, you can look more closely at concepts in the next session.)
This unit can be done effectively using a projector 

	Plenary:

Ask the students to think of other examples where it might be useful to use a different font (answers to expect: visually impaired, including, colour blindness, older people with poor eye sight etc.  Review the language involved with this session.

	Assessment:

By the end of the session, most students will have a good understanding of the language associated with fonts.  They will be able to discuss the advantages of using different fonts on the computer.

	Context:

Using a Presentation program on a computer. Practice entering Text and Graphics.  
	Learning Objectives:
Students should learn:

	Organisation of activity:
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Session 2
· Recap of previous session. And key vocab
· Demonstrate how to load the presentation program

· Demonstrate how to open a presentation (PowerPoint)

· Demonstrate how to move around a Presentation (using Normal View, Slide Show, mouse clicks)

· Demonstrate how to enter Text & Graphics.

· Demonstrate how to enter work with Text & Graphics, i.e. changing Size/Style/Colour of Font and Resizing Graphics once entered.
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Ask students to put their NAME & FORM in the text Boxes in the Title Slide Presentation.
· Show the students how to add a new slide (page)

· Show students how to insert a picture from clipart of a rabbit.

· Show students how to run the presentation.
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Students should save and print out.
· Recap of Key vocabulary and student demonstrations on Interactive Board
Assessment:

By the end of the session, most students will be able to highlight obvious flaws in presentations such as yellow text on light backgrounds, inadequate text size and style. Students will be developing ideas as to how they will set their presentations in future.
Session 3 
· Recap of previous session. And key vocab
· Ask the students to view two ready made All About Me presentations. The first will be a badly designed presentation.
· Ask the students to comment on the type of text/style/colour/size etc.

· Ask the students what could be done to improve it.
· Run the improved version.

· Ask the students to open All About Me Template presentation from.
· Show the students the presentation and tell them they are going to fill in the blanks with information about themselves.

· HOMEWORK – show the students how to make a storyboard that resembles the amount of slides in the presentation. Instruct the students for homework they are going to list things about themselves.

· Recap of Key vocabulary and student demonstrations on Interactive Board
Assessment:

By the end of the session, most students will be able to highlight obvious flaws in presentations such as yellow text on light backgrounds, inadequate text size and style. Students will be developing ideas as to how they will set their presentations in future.
Session 4

· Recap of previous session. And key vocab
· Ask the students about the homework they were set. The types of information they put in etc.
· Students to open All About Me Template. My School ‘W’ >Handouts etc
· Students to Save All About Me into their folder calling it - All About Me Mr. Gosney (replace with students name)
· Students will follow instruction in All About Me presentation.

· Students will be shown how to animate and use transitions between slides.

· Students will continue to follow instructions and also animate and use transitions.

	Plenary:

Students could come together and compare their results.  Review the presentations, how they were created and how to replicate individual presentation techniques.  Discuss any concerns or problems the students had when compiling the presentations

	Assessment:

By the end of the session, most students will reinforce their ability to create a simple presentation. Some students will also be more confident with simple formatting of the presentation such as working with Transitions and Animations.

	Sessions 1/4 – ‘Introduction: Joke Presentations’

	Context:

This lesson will reinforce students’ knowledge of PowerPoint to create simple linear presentations.  These sessions will lead onto non-linear (where the user has a range of options) presentations in the following sessions.

 
	Learning Objectives:
Students should learn:

	Organisation of activity:

Students will produce a simple joke presentation.  Students can either use their own joke or the teacher could provide some jokes.

· Discuss with students what presentations are.

· Show some examples of PowerPoint presentations – Individual All About Me presentations.
· Explain that these presentations combine text, images and animations.

· Show how PowerPoint presentations are made up of a series of slides that are linked together.

· Show how a slide is made up – different frames that you place on your page (use a paper version to demonstrate).

· Demonstrate how to: (see Guide)

· add text boxes

· format text

· add new slides

· insert graphics (from clipart)

· format the background

· add simple animations and sounds

· change the slide view

· view their show

· Encourage students to save their work often.
· Give students the guide to creating a simple presentation.
· Students create a joke presentation – cover page, joke.
· Most students can view their show using the mouse to click to the next animation or slide.  Some students could be shown how to have their joke presentation run automatically.  (Set animations to ‘automatically’ and set slide transitions to ‘automatically’ – take off ‘on mouse click’.)


	Plenary:

Some students could demonstrate their presentations.  Ask students if there is any reason why they should print out their presentations.  Ask students if the audience or the user of the presentation has any choice about how to use the presentation. (This is just a linear presentation that moves from the first slide to the second and so forth – the audience just watches the presentation - there are not any user options involved – that will be addressed in the next sessions.)

	Assessment:

By the end of the session, most students will have a good understanding of how to use PowerPoint to create a simple linear presentation (adding text, images, sounds and animations).  They will be aware of the limitations of this type of presentation in terms of the lack of user options.

	Unit 6a – Multimedia Presentation
	Sessions 2/3 & 4 Interactive Jokes

	Context:

This lesson will follow-on from the previous sessions showing students how to use PowerPoint to create non-linear multimedia presentations where the user is given different options.

 
	Learning Objectives:
Students should learn:

Key Ideas

· that computer software can include a range of media and gives the user a range of options

Key Techniques

· to design multimedia pages

· to sample sounds

· to produce a diagram that shows the links between pages

· to create buttons to link pages

	Organisation of activity:

Students will produce a multimedia presentation interactive joke book.   (Any topic that does not take extensive research would be appropriate, such as ‘about our school’.)

· Discuss with students the difference between a linear presentation (like the ‘joke’ presentation from the previous sessions) with one where user has different options.

· Look at some CD-ROMs as examples of (non-linear) multimedia presentations.  Find examples of different media types on the CD-ROM (sounds, images, text, etc).

· Look at how hyperlinks can be in the form of pictures or text.  Hyperlinks allow the users to determine how they want to move through the CD-ROM.

· Demonstrate a PowerPoint presentation that has hyperlinks.  Explain that most multimedia presentations always have a way to get back to the home page in order to make navigation easier.

· Explain that more planning is necessary when creating a non-linear presentation.  Show a diagram plan of the presentation that the students just viewed.

· Explain to the students that they will be creating a multimedia presentation Joke Book.  (The teacher could determine who the audience will be – younger students, secondary schools, parents’ evening, other classmates, etc) Use jokes doc in Handouts Folder
· They need to plan (on paper) the presentation, making notes of where the links will be.  (See example diagram/plan) They should be thinking about the layout of the pages – trying to make the pages different and interesting to the audience.  They do not need to write out the whole presentation on paper – just a short note about the text, images, sounds, etc on each page.  They need to think carefully about their home page.

· Explain that they need to make sure that the only way that the user can move through the presentation is by clicking on a hyperlink.  (This means that transitions need to be taken off ‘on mouse click’ and off ‘automatically’.)

· Students should enter their text and add images (from clipart, digital camera images, from the internet).

· Show students how to use the action buttons to put a link back to the home page on each page.

· Ensure that if any animations are used that they are set to happen ‘automatically’, not on a ‘mouse click’.

· Show students how to add sound files and how to record their own sounds.

· Remind students to save their work often and to view their presentation. 

	Plenary:

Students should have the opportunity to share their presentations with the intended audience and to get feedback from the user.  How could their presentations have been improved?  Was the presentation appropriate to the audience?  Have some of the students demonstrate how to create hyperlinks.

	Assessment:

By the end of the session, most students be more confident using PowerPoint.  They will have a good understanding of how to use PowerPoint to create a (non-linear) multimedia presentations (using text and images as hyperlinks).  They will be beginning to think about different formats and showing an awareness of the intended audience.
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
