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Microsoft Sound Recorder
In this session you will get into your groups. Today we are going to explore Microsoft Windows Sound Recorder. Before we start you should look at the instructions and diagram below.
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Seek to Start: Allows the clip to start at the beginning of the file; similar to Rewind on the VCR.

Seek to End: Allows the clip to start at the end of the file; similar to Fast Forward on the VCR.

Play: Allows the clip to be heard.

Stop: Stops the clip.

Record: Records the sound through a multimedia device, such as a microphone. 

Position: Marks at what point the recording is playing.

Length: States how long the whole recording will take to play.

· Last week you were put into groups and given four subjects to choose from, it was your task to come up with some sounds that you may expect to hear from the subject your group chose.
· You will have 30 minutes to create a sound recording of the sounds you have chosen. 

· Remember


· You can add special effects

· You can mix sounds in the background

· You can edit your sounds

· You can insert sounds/audio from the SOUNDS CD


· You can slow the sounds/audio

· You can speed up the sounds/audio

· You can add an echo


Give it a try and don’t forget to save your work.

Take notice of the buttons (from left to right).





If you can play a tape in a VCR or DVD Player, then you can record and play audio in Sound Recorder.
