	Context:

Children will use the key techniques and understandings from the units covered this term (Unit 6d and Unit 6a) to create a multimedia presentation.

	Resources:

· Multimedia authoring package

· Painting Package
· Internet

	Organisation of activity:

This activity could be done in pairs or small groups and could be carried out over a number of weeks. 

Children could create a multimedia presentation, which includes images, sounds and text, based on curriculum topics.  It could be a story or a non-fiction presentation based on one aspect of a history topic. They would need to plan out their presentation first on a storyboard – deciding on the number of pages and location of links between pages.  They could research their topics on the Internet.  Their text could be created in the multimedia-authoring package or imported from a word processor.  The pictures for the presentation could be copied from the Internet, scanned or created in a painting package or an object-based drawing package.  Images and sounds could be copied from the Internet.  Children could also be encouraged to include their own sounds in the presentation.

Throughout the project, the children should keep all evidence of their work – both at the computer and away from it.  Their final project should be shared with the other groups to encourage the awareness of the intended audience.  A printed out version of the presentation and all of the evidence could be put together in a booklet or used as part of a display.



	Plenary:

Throughout the project, the class should come together to share ideas and discuss any problems.  At the end of the project, the groups could share their presentations with the other groups.  They could evaluate their work – what are the benefits or disadvantages to having a multimedia presentation compared to a paper-based presentation?



	Assessment:

The final projects and discussions with the groups throughout the activities allow for a good assessment of the children’s ability to implement the key techniques and understandings of the units covered this term.  

Most children will have:

· Searched the internet taking care when framing questions; understood when the information was valid and presented it for a chosen audience

· Used a multimedia authoring program to organise, refine and present a set of linked multimedia pages, which incorporated images, sounds and text

Some children will not have made so much progress and will have:

· Searched the internet to find appropriate information and copied text and pictures for others to view

· Used a multimedia authoring package to assemble images, sound and text on a multimedia page

Some children will have progressed further and will have:

· Searched the internet using a range of operators to find a range of information; validated resources and checked for bias

· Used a multimedia package to organise, refine and present a set of linked multimedia pages, which incorporated images, sound and text; created pages that offered users a variety of options; presented information that matched the needs of the audience
