	A part of our food that we need, e.g. protein

	Population
	Migration
	We see things because they reflect this

	An animal that gets eaten by a predator is called this
	This is a measure of how hot or cold something is
	A word for everything around us

	A general word for anything alive
	The name for an animal that hunts another animal
	A liquid needed for photosynthesis

	An animal that only eats plants is called this
	This word means when animals or plants fight each other for space, water etc
	Organisms will only live in an environment where this is right for them


	Earthquakes travel through the Earth by these types of wave
	A type of seismic wave that won’t travel through liquids
	A glass device used for splitting light

	In the 1900s scientists thought the atom looked like this
	A line drawn at 900 to a surface is called this
	Our sun is currently in this part of its life cycle

	Radiation from rocks and the air is called this
	The type of reaction that goes on inside nuclear power plants
	A force that attracts any objects to each other

	A type of radiation that knocks electrons off atoms
	The time taken for half of a number of radioisotopes to decay
	A type of friction that will act on anything moving or falling through air

	These are used to detect leaks in pipes
	A radioactive isotope is called this for short
	The point where an elastic band or spring becomes “permanently deformed”


	The effect when waves bend around corners
	A dangerous type of wave that is used to cook food
	A type of wave that can cause skin cancer or is used to tan your body

	When the angle of incidence is greater than this a ray of light will be reflected instead of refracted
	A type of radiation made up of fast moving electrons
	A type of ray used to detect bone fractures

	A type of cable used to transmit large amounts of information using “total internal reflection”
	A type of radiation made up of the nucleus of a helium atom
	A device used to “see” waves

	X-rays, infra red, light etc are all part of this
	A type of radiation made up of electromagnetic rays
	This used to “see” inside a womb or cleaning

	These use total internal reflection to see inside bodies
	A type of wave used in remote controls – it can cause sun burn
	A type of seismic wave which behaves like a longitudinal wave


	A body of ice and rock that orbits the sun and leaves behind a tail of evaporating gases
	How many wavelengths that pass every second (measured in Hertz)
	A type of wave; light and water waves are examples

	The Milky Way is an example of this
	The distance between two corresponding points on a wave
	A type of wave; sound is an example

	A collection of dust, gas and ice that could form a star is called this
	How “big” a wave is, e.g. how loud a sound wave is
	Frequency is measured in this

	When a star explodes
	An area of space that is so dense not even light can escape
	The ray of light that goes into something is called this

	A stage in the life cycle of a star – comes before a black dwarf for small stars
	Evidence for the big-bang theory
	When waves speed up or slow down due to travelling in a different medium


	This is another word for speed, but in a given direction
	There are nine planets in our one
	The name for when a body, e.g. a planet, goes around another body

	If an object is stationary or moving with constant speed the forces acting on it must be this
	A system that uses liquid pressure to produce large forces
	These are caused by the tilt of the Earth on its axis

	A force that always opposes motion
	This is a force over a given area
	The name for a body that orbits another body

	The “final speed” a falling body will reach
	The type of energy gained by a stretched elastic band or spring
	A type of orbit where the satellite always stays above the same point on Earth

	The type of energy anything moving will have – it increases with speed
	The type of energy something will gain when it is lifted up
	The second planet in our solar system


	Atoms with different numbers of neutrons are called this
	A precious element
	These substances have a pH of 8-14

	Part of an atom, found in the nucleus, has a positive charge
	An element found in anything living, diamond is made of it
	These substances have a pH of 1-6

	Part of the atom, has a negative charge
	The first element in the periodic table, found in all acids
	A push or a pull

	Part of the atom, found in the nucleus, no charge
	The hardest substance known to man
	Distance divided by time

	A type of bond where an electron moves from one ion to another
	A type of bond where electrons are shared
	Change in speed divided by time taken to change


	A substance used to speed up a reaction
	A state of matter where particles are held close together and vibrate around fixed points
	A state of matter where particles are close together but free to move

	A biological catalyst
	A process used to separate copper out of copper chloride
	A state of matter where particles are very far apart and move randomly

	A process that uses yeast to produce alcohol
	The proper name for the weight of an atom
	The name of the theory about how particles move around

	A type of reaction that gives out energy
	A compound obtained from the Haber process
	A process where a substance moves from an area of high concentration to an area of low concentration

	A type of reaction that takes in energy
	The energy needed to start a reaction
	A special type of diffusion that occurs in potatoes


	A type of cell division, used in asexual reproduction
	A hormone used in controlling blood sugar levels
	The theory of how all species developed over millions of years

	A type of cell division used in sexual reproduction
	The process where good genes are selected and used in breeding
	A hormone used in the female menstrual cycle

	Parts of the cell that contain genetic information
	An industrial process used to promote favourable characteristics in animals or plants
	A gland in our head that controls blood water content

	A cell used in reproduction, e.g. sperm
	The process of duplicating an organism
	The amount of a substance in a given volume

	The name for a mutation of cells
	When a chromosome contains the same alleles of a gene
	A name for small things, e.g. atoms or molecules


	A food type used in building and repairing of cells
	The process of removing trees
	Cancer is when this happens to cells

	The process of microbes feeding off dead plant material and suffocating organisms
	Information about organisms is contained in these
	Part of a gene that contains information

	An environmental effect where certain gases keep heat inside the Earth
	A type of reproduction where an organism reproduces on its own
	Part of a cell; it controls what moves in and out of the cell

	A gas used in lab gas taps
	The “brain” of a cell
	The parts of a plant cell that contain chlorophyll

	The greenhouse effect causes this
	All living things are made up of at least one of these
	Part of a plant cell – chemical reactions happen in it


	An illness or virus
	A general name for something that eats something else
	A type of food that is broken down by lipase

	A way of showing how many organisms are in a food chain
	The process of removing waste
	A type of food that is broken down by the enzyme carbohydrase

	A way of showing the mass of organisms involved in a food chain
	The chemical reactions our bodies use to generate their energy
	These can cause illness or disease

	An animal that eats animals
	The process a plant uses to make its own food
	The name for when an organism feeds and takes in useful substances

	An animal that eats both plants and animals
	The name for being able to detect things
	The name for when organisms produce offspring
