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Using Windows Sound Recorder
Windows sound recorder is a simple but versatile accessory on your Windows PC. It will allow you to record new sounds via the computer microphone as well as changing existing sounds.
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Sounds can be speeded up, slowed down and even reversed by using the tools under the effects menu.

Two or more sounds can be mixed together in a linear, one after the other, fashion using the insert file tool under the Edit menu. Sounds can be played concurrently in a layered effect so they are effectively mixed using the mix with file tool, again under the Edit menu.

Sounds can be effectively cropped to, using the delete before or after current position also under the Edit menu.

With this range of simple tools at your finger tips a whole range of sound sampling projects can be undertaken.

As a starting activity you can try to re-assemble some sound files that have been sampled in such a way as to make them impossible to understand in their present format. However, with some re-sampling from you, they will be understandable and give you the required information to complete the Missing poster.
