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The structure of the atmosphere:
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Properties
Height














A layer of dry air and low pressures. The temperature increases with height due to the presence of ozone which effectively absorbs incoming ultra violet radiation, heating up in the process. 





The layer where the atmosphere's weather systems are found. Also contains most of the atmosphere's moisture. In this layer temperature falls with increasing height due to (i)increased distance from the warm surface and (ii) decreased air pressure.





Troposphere





Stratosphere





Temperature drops with height due to very low pressures and limited absorption of radiation.





Mesosphere	





The lower limit is 60 km, the upper limit 80 km.





The lower limit is around 15km height (but varies from 7 - 28 km). The upper limit is around 60 km high.





Lower limit is sea level. The upper limit varies from 7km at the poles to 28km at the equator
