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You will need a set of 0-9 digit cards

You need to play in pairs.

1. Shuffle the digit cards and choose five cards, which you need to place face up.

2. In secret, you both need to use four of the digits to write a 3-digit number and a single-digit number on your whiteboard.

3. Now, divide the 3-digit number by the single-digit number, recording your number line or chunking method on the whiteboard.

4. Swap whiteboards and check each other’s work for accuracy.

5. The player with the quotient closest to 50 scores one point. 

For example, if you chose 2, 3, 5, 6 and 7, 

Player 1 might make 325 ÷ 6 = 54 r 1

Player 2 might make 352 ÷ 7 = 50 r 2

Player 2 scores one point.

6. The player with the highest score after a set number of rounds is the winner.
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
