                                                                                 Differentiation: 
The more able children can add animations, vary fonts and background colours, add sound effects, or add music to their presentation. 

	Plenary:

Some children could demonstrate their presentations.  Ask children if there is any reason why they should print out their presentations.  Ask children if the audience or the user of the presentation has any choice about how to use the presentation. 

	Assessment:

By the end of the session, most children will have a good understanding of how to use PowerPoint to create a special effect (for later incorporation in to their web sites).  They will be aware of the limitations of this type of presentation in terms of the lack of user options.
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
